Athlete Rules and Expectations

Proper Conduct

Our reputation as a Club can be affected by the negative actions of one or more persons affiliated with Barrie Royals Basketball, on and off the court. Players, coaches, referees, scorekeepers and spectators all share in the responsibility of displaying proper behavior at all times. Quarreling and arguing over playing regulations, referee calls or administrative issues can only create a negative image for our team with Leagues and Tournament organizers. 

We expect all players to:

1. Respect the Officials - Players will refrain at all times from arguing with the referees and the scorekeepers. Verbal abuse of the officials is not acceptable by Royals Basketball. Respect the calls and decisions of the game officials. Respect and play by the rules of the game.
2. Respect Your Opponent – Trash talking or verbally taunting opponents is not acceptable by Royals Basketball. Never mock or make fun of your opponent or their skills. Acknowledge the efforts and accomplishment of your opponent.

3. Respect Your Teammates – Encourage your teammates and their efforts regardless of their skill level. Treat your teammates with respect at all times.

Foul language during practices and games by players, coaches and spectators is not acceptable and will not be tolerated by Barrie Royals Basketball.

Fighting on and/or off the court during any Barrie Royals Basketball function is not acceptable and will not be tolerated. Any player involved will be immediately ejected from the game and suspended for the next two (2) games. Additional discipline may be taken at the discretion of the Board of Royals Basketball. Players shall never threaten, or physically harm or abuse any player at any time for any reason. This behavior will not be tolerated and at the discretion of the Royals Basketball Board of Directors may result in ejection, suspension, dismissal or other appropriate discipline from the Club.

Drug & Alcohol Policy

Consumption of drugs and/or alcohol by players at Barrie Royals practices, games and/or tournaments is prohibited and will not be tolerated by Barrie Royals Basketball Club under any circumstances. Violation of this policy by any player is sufficient grounds for dismissal from this organization. This behavior, at the discretion of the Board of Directors, may result in ejection, suspension and/or dismissal from competition. All decisions will be handled by the Board of Directors of Royals Basketball through its Discipline and Resolution Committee.
Bench Policies

1. Players are requested to arrive in sufficient time so that 30 minutes prior to game time they are dressed and ready to play. If you are going to be late for whatever reason, please notify the coaches.

2. Bring sufficient water for each game and have it at the Team bench. You need to keep your bodies hydrated at all times. We do not want you leaving the bench during a game to get your water bottles. 

3. During Barrie Royals games, players are not permitted to leave the bench area at any time during the game (unless for emergency reasons).

4. Players need to notify their coaches at least 24 hours in advance, when they are unable to attend practices, games and/or tournaments.

5. Show respect for Officials, opponents and teammates by allowing your
Coaches to verbally represent the Team in dialogues with others.”
